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SCHOOL PROGRAMS

CLASSES

Classes at Dooralong Public School are multi aged combinations. The class structure will
depend on numbers and will vary from time to time. Currently we have one class comprising
K -6 students.

This structure is supplemented with a separate teaching program for K—1, three momings
per week, along with an Teacher/Librarian on Wednesday. A technology teacher comes in
on Tuesday mornings. Other support staff and community members take individual groups

for different programs.

KEY LEARNING AREAS

Our curriculum at Dooralong is based around the SixKey Learning Areas. They
are developed to meet the individual needs of students and to support the ethos
of the school and community. These Key Learning Areas are as follows;

English
This area is designed to meet the child’s needs in reading, writing and language.
We develop skills in spelling, grammar, communication and reading.

Mathematics

Mathematics is divided into six main areas; Number, Measurement, Shape &
Geometry, Patterns & Algebra, Chance & Data and Working Mathematically.
There are also units on calculators. We encourage students to develop their
reasoning, predicting and verifying skills and gaining basic understanding which
will allow further development in Mathematics.

Science & Technology

This involves leaming various skills of inquiry, investigation, designing and making, problem
solving, gaining knowledge and generally getting an understanding of the different
interactions in our environment and society. It is also an area where specific information
technology and computer skills are taught.

Human Society & Its Environment

This area focuses on developing sound investigation, communication and social skills. We
teach research and presentation skills. We look at local, national, and
international environments and how they interact. We also look at cultural
and historical events and relate them to our society today. We aim to teach
understanding and tolerance. At times moral and religious aspects of
societies are treated in HSIE. This KLA lends itself particularly well to
Aboriginal Education, although this aspectis often treated across all KLAs.
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Creative and Practical Arts

This involves developing competence and skills for designing and performing,
and learning appreciation and self-expression in the visual and practical arts, |
which include drama and music. e

Personal Development, Health and Physical Education f
This involves leaming to develop an active, healthy lifestyle, developing skills S
in interpersonal relationships and positive values, attitudes and beliefs. "
We also encourage regular physical activity, with participation in many
healthy active children programs throughout the year.

LUNCHES

We have a weekly “Tuckshop” on Fridays operated by the P & C, staff and students.
Students order their lunch and recess each Friday. On every alternate Friday

the staff cook a BBQ for all. A menu is published in the fortnightly newsletter

which is sent home on every 2nd Friday. Orders should be written on a

paper bag and placed at the office. Orders should reach the school on

Thursday of the week before, for the following Friday lunch. Correct money

should be placed inside the paper bag. The menu each week is varied,

sometimes including homemade meals from parents. At recess, parents wvolunteer a
“‘donation” of cakes and snacks for children. All other days the school and P and C
encourages healthy and nutritious eating.

LIBRARY

We have a newly refurbished Library and the children are able to borrow
books on a regular basis. The school has the services of a Teacher/Librarian
who instructs the children in library rules, care, return of books,

and developing a love of literature. If books are lost or damaged we ask that

a replacement fee be paid.

We are fortunate in having a well stocked library which caters for all the children
in both fiction and non-fiction books, with over a hundred new books added this year
already.

BOOK CLUB

The Scholastic Book Club is held a number of times throughout the year. Brochures are sent
home with each child and orders may be putin at the office. Scholastic offers a wide range
of books at very reasonable prices, and the school benefits significantly by being able to

obtain books at reduced prices and using collected bonus points They provide excellent
material for all children.

Sport uniforms should be worn on
these days as well. Weekly football lessons in winter and tennis in summer are incorporated
into the school PE program.

Valley schools have sport and Gala days ,where they visit each other. On those days where
we visit other valley schools, parents assist with transport.

Dooralong School joins with the other valley and mountain small schools for combined
cross country swimming and athletics camivals. This provides a healthy level of peer aged
competition and social involvement. All children are encouraged to participate in some
capacity regardless of present level of ability and those who successfully meet qualification,
will proceed to Zone and possibly Regional events.

COMPUTERS

Dooralong Public School is very well resourced in the

technology field. Students have access to a computer each and [
are able to participate in a variety of technology fields, including &
the internet and electronic Smartboard, web design, publishing
and design work.

HEALTHINFORMATION

MEDICATION AND SCHOOL

Due to an increasing number of children needing medication during school times, it is
necessary for the following instructions to be followed:

1. Putthe child’s name on the medication.

2. Write out instructions and send to the office along with the
medication. Medication forms are available at the office.

3. Children are not permitted to administer their own medication at
school. This includes cough medicine, Panadol etc.
Send only the dose required that day. If it is regular medication please
put the required dose in a daily divider.

PERMANENT MEDICATION

If your child is on pemmanent medication the instructions are to be written out, signed by the
parent, and sent to school. Legal forms, available from the office, will need to be
completed and returned to school. These will be keptin the office.

At the start of each year, or if the instructions change, please send another letter to school.
Please contact the school office if you are unsure, or have any queries.

HEAD LICE

All parents are asked to regulardy check their children’s hair, especially behind the ears and
back of the neck. Head lice are a common problem with children and are not necessarily
found in dirty hair.

Please advise the school so that other parents can be wamed that they are around and to
check hair. All heads will be checked at school, and if infected the parents will be contacted
to collect the child. It is only observing these instructions that the problem can be controlled,
and your co-operation will be appreciated.
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Treatment
Buyone of the many shampoos etc. that are available without a prescription from your
chemist. Follow the instructions.

Wash the whole family's hair, brushes and combs and dry them in the sun. Change and

wash all pillow slips and sheets, also towels. Vacuum carpets, mats, lounges and
mattresses.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES

Chicken Pox
13-17 days is the usual time between infection and ililness. Absence from school for at least
5 days after the first spots appear, or when blisters have crusted.

Measles
7-18 days is the usual time between infection and illness. Absence from school for 5 days
after the appearance of the rash.

Mumps
14-21 days is the usual time between infection and illness. Absence from school until the
child has fully recovered, and for 9 days after the appearance of the swelling.

Rubella (German Measles)
14-21 days between infection and illness. Absence from school until fully recovered and for
at least 4 days after rash appears.

Whooping Cough

7-14 days is the usual time between infection and iliness. If the child has
not yet received antibiotic treatment, then the child should be kept away =

from school for two weeks, from the onset of the ‘whoop.’ If appropriate I’" =
antibiotic treatmentis given, the child only needs to be kept away from

school for 5 days from the start of the antibiotic therapy.

Infectious Hepatitis (Viral Hepatitis Type A)
15-50 days is the usual time between infection and illness. Absence from school until the
child has recovered and for one week from the first sign of jaundice.

Medication is to be handed in to the office and not left in bags, where other
children could have access to it.
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INFECTIOUS SKIN DISEASES

Impetigo (School Sores)

5-21 days is the usual time between infection and illness. The family doctor
should be consulted. If the sores are treated and propery covered by a clean
dressing, children are allowed to attend school. If they are not covered and
are on exposed parts of the body such as the scalp, hands or legs, the child should be kept
home until the sores have healed.

Ringworm
10-14 days is the usual time between infection and iliness. Absence from school until
appropriate treatment has begun.

Meningococcal C

Meningococcal disease is caused by bacteria called Neisseria Meningitidis. The disease is
transmitted by respiratory droplets and has an incubation period of between 1-10 days, but
usually less than 4 days.

The bacteria can cause meningitis or septicaemia, or both. Symptoms may include
headache, fever, nausea, vomiting, lightsensitivity, neck stiffness, with or
without the presence of a rash.

SUNSAFE POLICY
The school has a sunsafe policy of “No Hat Playin the Shade” .
Children should to wear a school hat in all outdoor activities.
